Student Eligibility

Taught programmes: Students applying for entry to a taught postgraduate (masters) programme, including the M.Res (Humanities), and wishing to be considered for a bursary should complete our Departmental Postgraduate Bursary Application Form.

Research programmes: Students applying for entry to a research degree programme (M.Phil.; PhD) wishing to be considered for a bursary should complete our Departmental Postgraduate Bursary Application Form.
Value of the bursary
· Five £1000 tuition fee awards for the MLitt programmes (available to both Home/EU and O/S students).

· One £2000 tuition fee award for research students (O/S only)
· Two 50% tuition fee awards for research students (Home/EU students only).

The Departments hopes that the successful postgraduate Masters students will wish to continue to PhD study within the Department and bursary students will be given every support in applying for external research funding, including the highly competitive AHRC studentship scheme.

Submission Deadline

You must submit your application for admission to our postgraduate programmes before 29  May 2009.  Normally only applications which have been fully processed and students who have been offered admission on a conditional or unconditional basis by 29 May 2009 will be considered for a departmental bursary.

Bursary applications will be considered by the Departmental Awards Committee.
